10B. Al, Brain, Mind, Thinking and Consciousness &
Human Development

As developments in Al increasingly exceed the capacity of human intelligence
in fields such as memory and computation, an increasing number of questions
are being raised about both the nature and limitations of the human mind.
Comparison of normal human functions with those of Al based on what
computers can do better and faster than people largely ignores the many
types of human mental capacity which remain far beyond the domain of Al
and might possibly never be achieved by it. This session will explore both
the higher reaches of human intelligence, such as imagination, insight and
intuition as well as the inherent limits to reason and rationality so often
observed in order to better understand the human mind’s untapped potential
for further development in realms beyond those being developed by Al and
to see whether advances in Al may present a stimulus for higher human
development rather than merely a threat. This session will seek to expand
and deepen our understanding of the mind and study the opportunities Al
may present for further development of the way we think and know.
